WITH ALL MEMBERS VOTING IN FAVOR, THE MOTION CARRIED.

9.A.ii. 	Volunteer Hours and Comp Time – Lory Young, City Administrator
Young wanted clarification on paid volunteer hours. She could not find any written policy that was approved by council that we are paying people for volunteer time. Padilla gave some background information on how the volunteer hours came to be. Padilla believes the policy was in the police policy manual and the whole manual was in front of council and was approved at that time. After a lengthy discussion on this topic,

COUNCIL MEMBER PADILLA MOVED, COUNCIL MEMBER UECKER SECONDED, TO APPROVE POLICY NUMBER 24, WITH EACH FULL-TIME OFFICER VOLUNTEERING TWO HOURS PER MONTH, STRIKING THE WORD COMP TIME IN PARAGRAGH NUMBER THREE TO STRAIGHT TIME CASH FOR EACH HOUR WORKED, AT THE CHIEFS SOLE DISCRETION.  WITH ALL MEMBERS VOTING IN FAVOR, THE MOTION CARRIED.

Walton asked that an electronic copy with the corrections be done and put in the policy book.

                      9.A.iii.  Tony Padilla’s Request for Information – Lory Young, City Administrator
                      Young asked for clarification on how to handle requests for information. She received an email from Padilla requesting information and most of the questions were answered at previous council meetings. A lengthy discussion ensued on how to handle complaints and how to receive information from city hall. Walton stated a process needs to be spelled out as currently it is not clear on how to go about it. Council consensus was to have Walton figure out a formal process and have it on the next agenda for discussion and approval.
                        
       		9.A.iv.  Adam Walter’s Utility Bill Issue – Lory Young, City Administrator
Young reviewed the background on what happened with Adam’s bill, Member Muchow asked if financially, things were resolved. Member Padilla felt it was not, as he has late fees that were not refunded. Young stated his payments have been applied and he currently has a credit balance on the account. Member Muchow asked if staff could contact Adam and see where we stand with this issue and email council with the outcome. Walton asked if Lori Doering would contact him and discuss the issue. 

9.A.v. Citizen Concern – Lory Young, City Administrator
Young explained Padilla gave a complaint to the City Attorney from Ron Kirsch regarding a No Trespass Order from City Hall. Walton felt his conduct and his history of doing work without a permit and a past disorderly conduct citation, this warranted the no trespass order. After a lengthy discussion no decision was made, and council decided to move on.

10.A.  Sibley East Deed Correction – Aaron Walton, City Attorney

          Young stated in doing research, we found after twenty-seven years of renting, Swenson has only paid $245.27. Council decided on $150.00 per month. Walton prepared a new lease and Swenson stated at an earlier council meeting he was not happy with it. Swenson was told this item would be on tonight’s agenda but was not present. After some discussion, the Mayor stated he would personally speak to Swenson to find out what his counter offer would be and Young was instructed to find out if there are any weight restrictions on the property and have the item on the next council agenda.

Pollinator Gardens – Dar Suedbeck
        Suedbeck informed council she is participating in two butterfly pollinator programs. She will supply council with certifications and a list of native plants. She will be placing signage on her yard identifying the pollinator gardens. Mayor Boeder stated this topic came before council a couple months ago and council at that time had voted not to do an ordinance for pollinator gardens. After some discussion council consensus was to have a council workshop on Pollinator Gardens.
