2.        Railroad Avenue – Justin Black
· Discussion on alternate sites
Black explained to improve drainage on Railroad Avenue we need to install a new storm sewer and to address current and future growth needs, we need a storm water pond. He stated they looked at other options for different sites for the proposed storm water pond. To move the pond further to the east it would be an additional $200,000.00. To move it to the compost site it would be an additional $140,000.00. Also, on the compost site there are some buried tanks and other debris from the old waste water plant. This option also would mean moving the compost site. Black stated the options are to move forward with the project or to table it and hold a new public hearing at a later date. A third option would be to do some interim repairs to Railroad Avenue. There was a lengthy discussion about moving forward with this project verses doing other projects that also need to be done in the city. Council wanted to hear at the regular meeting what our Financial Advisor had to say about our current situation.
