•    Access to Public Buildings, Parks/Playgrounds and Hours, Farmers Market/MOM 
           Reimers stated we plan to open the parks and playgrounds by June 1st and we would hang signage stating use at your own risk, we will not be sanitizing the playground equipment, or benches. The bathrooms will only be cleaned once daily in the morning.
	Young said she talked with Barb Kranz and the Music on Main Committee has discussed not having any events in the month of June. Reimers said he received a call from Kranz and she said for July and August they would like to move the MOM events to the City Park at the Bandshell or near the Roller Rink as they would have more room to spread out. Council felt the Farmers Market could continue and spread the vendors out a bit more and ask people to practice social distancing. Young also asked about Walsh Field; Reimers stated all the games have been cancelled. Joe Deis said amateur baseball has not been cancelled yet. Young said she received calls from Prairie House and EJ’s regarding where they can do outdoor dining. Council consensus was to have them provide a site plan of how they will set up their outdoor dining and fencing with no permits or fees.
 
10.B.  Policy on City Parks and Firewood Harvest Permission and Voluntary Waiver of Liability Agreement – Aaron Walton, City Attorney
                   Walton said this policy is regarding the taking of dead wood out of the Nature Park. It is a basic liability waiver/ permission so residents do not come back and sue the city if they get hurt while removing wood/debris. They also need to get permission from Public Works on what they will be removing.
