Comments, Updates, Concerns  
Citizens – Joshua Colonna came and expressed his concerns to council regarding the stop work order on his property.

Council Members – Grochow said she was contacted by a resident who wishes to know the procedure on how to vacate a street. Walton stated he has talked with this resident and told him it is not the city’s job to give him legal advice on how to petition to vacate a street, he needs to figure that one out for himself or hire an attorney. Walton also said he does not want to listen, this request is against the recommendation of our city engineer. Walton said this is a statutory process.
Muchow asked if Colonna’s concerns are looked into. Walton stated several of the comments were not true and there is more to this. The other item Muchow had was he spoke to someone on the Arlington Ambulance Service and they are doing an internal survey on options to look at and some people are creating a new box on the survey to say they would like to stick with the joint powers agreement. He stressed if we could contact Arlington to see if we could work through this somehow. Young and Boeder said the city administrator is not responding to any attempt to contact her regarding their decision. Muchow stated he does not want the residents of Arlington to think we do not want to work with them. Young & Grochow stated the two Ambulance Services get along great and want the JPA to continue but the Arlington council does not.

Administration Department – Lory Young, City Administrator 
9.A.i.   Building Official Update – Darin Haslip, 101 Development Resources
           Haslip had a discussion regarding some issues with projects and the circumventing of not obtaining permits. He explained the steps he took to investigate the reports of working without a permit and the confrontation that ensued with the homeowner. In the end of the visit he informed them of needing to obtain permits before beginning any work. Padilla stated the homeowner was unable to attend to tell his side of the story and he felt with the building inspector was violating people’s rights to privacy by looking in the windows. Haslip explained that he was posting a stop work order on the door next to the garage and the garage door had windows and saw plumbing materials that was removed from the house on the garage floor. Padilla went on to discuss the 4th Street building and that they had to go all the way to the state to have their permits approved. Haslip explained things were becoming a bit political so he spoke to the head plan reviewer at the state and they said they never heard of the guys who said they had been talking with the head plan reviewer. The head plan reviewer told Haslip if he wanted, they would review the plans for approval for him and Haslip agreed. Padilla would like to see something done with the building. Young stated today was the first time we’ve seen the builder there since November 20th of last year. Boeder commented on Haslip’s behalf, the local contractors in town that he has spoken with have no issues with the building inspector. Muchow and Uecker agreed. Haslip said he could come to Council with updates at least a couple times a year if council so desires. Boeder agreed that would be a good idea.

· Access to Public Buildings, Playgrounds 
               	Young reported that Mitch Dietz installed the door with the plexiglass in and Rose installed a hand sanitizer on the wall in the entryway. We are open regular hours, we put it on the website, in the newsletter etc. Reimers put signs up at the park and playground informing them they are using the park and playground at their own risk. The door remains locked and the public passes their payments or paperwork through the slot of the door. If someone needs to come in for a building permit or to speak the Administrator, we let them in. So far, we have had no complaints from the public about it. Walton felt we should discuss this at the workshop as this is a security issue having city hall wide open to the public the way it is, and the public having full access to city hall all the time, that’s just not good. Boeder said maybe we could put a buzz lock on the door so no one needs to get up. Walton added this is not just because of COVID but it’s a security issue for your staff at city hall.

		           9.B.i.   Discussion on Pool Opening
			          Reimers reported the Hutchinson pool has decided to remain closed and read to council the reasons why. He also has a list from the Stay Safe Minnesota from the state, consisting of 8 pages on recommendations to be able to open the pool. Arnst explained to Council Mankato’s lengthy plans to open the pools in mid-June. Arnst feels from a swimming lesson standpoint, it does not seem feasible to do. He added the extra cleaning and cost associated with the extra cleaning does it make sense to open, but if less restrictions come out in a few weeks maybe we could open then. Arnst felt he could put enough staff together if we did open. If we do not open, they would certainly take the time to paint and fix/update things that need attention. Arnst stated they could also get all the recertifying completed during the down time. Council consensus was to delay opening until after the July 1st council meeting and look at it again. Reimers commented that the green bathrooms at the park are done being remodeled and they look very nice and invited council to check them out.
